Spark Arrester

Irestall an appeosied cpoak arrester on Chimneys.

Windows

[e=place single-pane, non-temperad qlass windows with
multipde-pane, tempered-glass types. Cose all windows
if wildfire fs threatening.
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Vents

Cower attic, eava and foundation vents with 1/8-inch wire
mesh or install new vent types designed to prevent ember
eqitry. If wildfise &5 threatendng, consider covering vent
cpenings with pre-ast phawoed or aluminum foll falded
setveral lavers thick and stapled.

Rain Gutters
Feep rain quiters free of plant debris duing fise season.
Copsidesr wsing rain gutter covers to reduce maintenance

Siding and Trim
Fill gags in siding and trim materials with a geod quality
catilk and replace building materiats in poor condition.

Weoodpiles
Iiove firswand stacks and sorap lumdber piles at feast 30
Fret from the house or other buibdings.

Flace combasstible patio furniture, such a5 lounge dhairs,
fables and hammocks, mside the house o garage if

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Replace any weathered or decayed
maberial, 2 well as deck boasds that
arelezs than ane inch thick, with thickss
biands in good covdition.

Repdace wood mulches with noncombustible types and
remove plant debns, induding dried grass and fiowers,
dead leaves and dead branches from Mowerbeds net
1 the house, ofber baildngs and next to wooden
femces, Replace omamental jumipers with low-growing
dedicunus shrubs or fowers under Erigation.

Close wehiche windows. Back int the garage and dege the
qarage docr or park 2way from the house,
